MEMBERSHIP INDUCTION PROCEDURES


AND EXPECTATIONS





The following standards apply to all new memberships





The potential member shall make their interest in membership known to the scale Trainmaster.





The Trainmaster shall provide the potential member with a “Get Acquainted” card.  The card will be signed and dated by the Traninmaster.  The card must be completed by the potential member within six months.  The required activities will include:


a minimum of 8 Friday night visits


successful completion of the following:


rolling stock standards seminar


locomotion standards seminar


dispatch panel seminar


electrical systems seminar


participation in either:


Alameda County Fair operations - a minimum of 20 hours


Orchard Supply Hardware and Great American Train Show operations - a minimum of 16 hours.





Upon completion of the “Get Acquainted” card the perspective member shall receive a membership application.  The membership procedure set out in the bylaws then begins.

RULES OF OPERATION





The following rules apply to all operations








All members shall operate in compliance with the “H.O. Club Standards”  These standards exist to enhance the enjoyment of operations and to present our layout and it’s operation at the highest possible level of realism to our visiting guests.





All members shall be required to volunteer their time towards the operation of the layout as follows:


Alameda County Fair - minimum of 20 hours


Orchard Supply Hardware “How to Fair” and Great American Train Show - minimum of 8 hours





Perspective and Junior members shall not operate the layout without receiving approval from the Trainmaster, Assistant Trainmaster or Club Officer.  At no time should a perspective or junior member operate the layout without the direct supervision of a “regular” member.  Non compliance will result in a non operational probation period of not less than 30 days and may result in membership denial or revocation.





Layout operations during Friday night meetings.


The first Friday night of each month is a scheduled business meeting.  Operations of the layout is limited to prior to 7:30 p.m.


Operation of the layout may be closed during times of construction and layout enhancement.  During such times a “No Operation” sign will be posted at the dispatch panel by Trainmaster, Assistant Trainmaster or Club Officer.
