[bookmark: _GoBack]Main Panel Occupancy Lights Issue.
Gary described a recent issue with the occupancy lights on the main panel. The flashing is controlled by a small circuit board underneath the lay out. Components on the board maybe near the end of their useful service life. Examination of the board by Jere suggests that the board is a scratch built one and involves resistors, a LM555 timer, and another component that was not readily identifiable. Presumed to be a relay of some type. This device may be the one that is starting to fail. Purchase of another relay to replace the one that was not identifiable was agreed to. Gary agreed to contact Joel about replacing some of these components and see if he would do the work.
