The 150th Anniversary of the Transcontinental Railroad

· First known as the “Pacific Railroad” and later the “Overland Route”, construction started in 1863 and was completed on May 10, 1869.

· 1776 miles of track were laid connecting Sacramento, CA and Omaha, NB, meeting at Promontory UT, completing the first transcontinental railroad.

· Irish laborers, Mormon workers, and Chinese immigrants were among those who worked to complete the railroad.  By the end, over 11,000 workers were Chinese.

· The last tie was laid and nailed together by a spike of solid 17.6 karat gold, called the Golden Spike.

· Leeland Stanford invested heavily in the railroad.  The Golden Spike is now located in the Stanford University Museum.
